Manuscript title (max. 20 words)
The title is to be written in 22 pt. Times New Roman font, centered and using the bold  formats.  There should be 30 pt. (paragraph) spacing after the last line.

No need to type author(s) name and affiliation. They should be typed as title page in the separate document.
Abstract (200-250 words)
The Abstract section begins with the word, “Abstract” in 13 pt. Times New Roman, bold italics, “Small Caps” font with a 6pt. spacing following.  The abstract must not exceed 250 words in length in 10 pt. Times New Roman italics.  The text must be fully justified, with a 12 pt. paragraph spacing following the last line.

Keywords (3-5 words)
The Keywords section begins with the word, “Keywords” in 13 pt. Times New Roman, bold italics, “Small Caps” font with a 6pt. spacing following.  There may be up to five keywords (or short phrases) separated by commas and six spaces, in 10 pt. Times New Roman italics.  An 18 pt. line spacing follows.

1. Introduction
This document describes, and is written to conform to, author guidelines for the journals of CRBB series.  It is prepared in Microsoft Word as a .doc document.  Although other means of preparation are acceptable, final, camera-ready versions must conform to this layout.  Microsoft Word terminology is used where appropriate in this document.  Although formatting instructions may often appear daunting, the simplest approach is to use this template and insert headings and text into it as appropriate. We invite author (s) to submit research article, review paper, short communication, and technical note. Research articles present original findings with new and fundamental insights into the biological processes in biosciences and biotechnology fields and/or set out novel approaches, tools, or resources that will enable scientific progress. Review paper present recent progress and meant to be resources for research and advanced teaching tools. Review should not exceed 10,000 words in the main body of the text, and may include figures and tables. Short communication is like full-length Research Articles, it must address hypotheses or add substantially to approaches, tools, and resources that enable scientific progress. Ideally, a short communication should be between 1500-2500 words, including tables, figures, and references (4 or 5 figures and/or tables). Technical note present advances of exceptional significance, broad applicability, and interest that include new analytic/protocol or biochemical methods, bioinformatic tools, datasets, or algorithms as well as genome sequences or databases relevant to new model species.

2. Materials and methods

2.1 Materials

2.1.1 Format guide

The following formatting rules must be followed strictly.  This (.doc) document may be used as a template for papers prepared using Microsoft Word.  Papers not conforming to these requirements may not be published in the CRBB journal.

2.1.1.1 General Format, Page Layout and Margins

Standard A4 (210mm x 297mm) portrait page set-up should be used.  The left, right, top and bottom margins should be 30mm.  Do not use any headers, footers or footnotes.  No page numbers.  Single column.  All main text paragraphs, including the abstract, must be fully (left and right) justified.  All text, including title, authors, headings, captions and body, will be Times New Roman font.

2.2 Methods

2.2.1 Section and sub-section headings

Section headings are numbered 1. Xxx, 2. Yyy, etc. in 14 pt. bold “Small Caps” Times New Roman font with a 6 pt. line spacing following.

Subsection headings are numbered 1.1. Aaa, 1.2. Bbb, etc. in 12 pt. bold Times New Roman font with a 6pt line spacing following.

2.2.2 Further Subsections

Further sub-sectioning, if required, is indicated using 1.1.1. Qqq, etc. headings with 12 pt. bold Times New Roman font with a 6pt line spacing following.

2.2.3 Text

Main-body text is to written in fully (left and right) justified 12 pt. Times New Roman font with a 6pt. (paragraph) line spacing following the last line of each paragraph, but a 12pt. (paragraph) line spacing following the last paragraph.  Do not indent paragraphs.

2.2.4 Citation

Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also present in the reference list (and vice versa). Any references cited in the abstract must be given in full. Unpublished results and personal communications are not recommended in the reference list, but may be mentioned in the text. If these references are included in the reference list they should follow the standard reference style of the journal and should include a substitution of the publication date with either 'Unpublished results' or
'Personal communication'. Citation of a reference as 'in press' implies that the item has been accepted for publication.

Examples of citation style for CRBB:

Two or more references: (Huffman et al., 1991; Li et al., 2010); (Bryers, 1996; van Alphen, 2007; Zheng and Xu, 2003;) (Written according to alphabet)

Same of first author from two or more references: (Nurhawaisyah et al., 2019a; 2019b).
3. Results and discussion
Results and discussion can be written together in one section heading or can be written separately in two section headings as Results (first section) and Discussion (second section). Results should be clear and concise. Discussion should explore the significance of the results of the work, not repeat them. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of published literature

4. Conclusions
Papers in this format should between 3500-8000 words. Papers should be submitted via https://crbb-journal.com/ojs/index.php/crbb. An initial consideration may be submitted in either .doc(x) or .pdf format.  Final, camera-ready versions should take into account referees’ suggested amendments.
Acknowledgements
An (unnumbered) acknowledgements section may be inserted if required. 

List here those individuals who provided help during the research (e.g., providing language help, writing assistance or proof reading the article, etc.). 

Please provide funding information (if any).  
List funding sources in this standard way to facilitate compliance to funder's requirements:  This work was supported by the Ministry of Health [grant numbers xxxx, yyyy]; Philipps-Universität Marburg, Germany [grant number zzzz]; and the United States Institutes of Peace [grant number aaaa]. 
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References should be cited in the main text.  The full references should be given as below (essentially CRBB format), in the order in which they are cited, in 10 pt. Times New Roman, with a 6pt spacing between each. The author (s) can used End Note, Zotero or Mendeley to cite and build the references.

All title of non-english articles cited in the manuscript should be converted into English when written in the reference, following by adding origin of language at the end of the converted title such (in Indonesian; in German; in Brazilian; in Chinese, etc…).

Increased discoverability of research and high-quality peer review are ensured by online links to the sources cited. In order to allow us to create links to abstracting and indexing services, such as Scopus, CrossRef and PubMed, please ensure that data provided in the references are correct. Please note that incorrect surnames, journal/book titles, publication year and pagination may prevent link creation. When copying references, please be careful as they may already contain errors. 

Use of the DOI is mandatory. A DOI is guaranteed never to change, so you can use it as a permanent link to any electronic article. An example of a citation using DOI for an article not yet in an issue is: VanDecar J.C., Russo R.M.,
James D.E., Ambeh W.B., Franke M. (2003).

Web references


As a minimum, the full URL should be given and the date when the reference was last accessed. Any further information, if known (DOI, author names, dates, reference to a source publication, etc.), should also be given. Web references can be listed separately (e.g., after the reference list) under a different heading if desired, or can be included in the reference list.

Do not submit table data in form of figure!
All inserts, figures, diagrams, photographs and tables must be center-aligned, clear and appropriate for black/white or greyscale reproduction.

Figures (eg, Figure 1) must be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals from start to finish of the paper, ignoring sections and subsections.  Tables (eg, Table 1) are also numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals from start to finish of the paper, ignoring sections and subsections, and independently from figures.

All figures, tables, etc. must have a caption, center-justified in 12 pt. Times New Roman.  Captions precede tables but follow figures.  Tables and figures must appear as close to their point of reference as satisfactory formatting of the final document permits. Captions must provide sufficient information for the reader to understand and correctly interpret the figure or table without reference to the text.

Figure Preparation

- One page/file per figure; include the figure number and legend

- Number figures consecutively according to the order in which they are called out in the text

- Provide enough information so that the reader can understand them without significant input from the text

- Designate panels with capital letters, no parentheses, and no periods after letters, in the upper left-hand corner

- Whenever possible, position panels vertically for one-column reproduction in the Journal

- Format the width of sequence data in the paper to one column

- To publish the figures in your article with the highest quality, it is important to submit digital art that conforms to the appropriate resolution, size, color mode, and file format. Doing so will help to avoid delays in publication and maximize the quality of images.

- Labeling and Font Usage: Provide labels for all multipanel figures (i.e. A, B, C, D) using uppercase 12 point Times New Roman. For text within the figures, please use the same font for all figures in your manuscript.

- The author (s) can provide Raster Images (i.e. pixel-based; also called bitmapped images; TIF files support only raster data) or Vector Images (i.e. object-based; EPS, AI, and PDF files support both vector and raster data.) Vector images are preferred because they have the highest quality and produce the best results in publication.

- Low-resolution images are one of the leading causes of art resubmission and schedule delays. We suggest the author (s) to provide in TIF, EPS, or PDF file formats.

- Graphs and charts made of solid black and white, with no gray values. The suggested minimum resolution for this type of image is 1000 ppi at publication size. It is preferable to have these saved as EPS files, with all fonts embedded or converted to outlines, and graph lines at least 0.25 points thick.

- Color or grayscale figures containing halftone and line art elements. The suggested minimum resolution for this type of image is 600 ppi at publication size. -

- Color or grayscale figures containing pictures only, with no text or line art. The suggested minimum resolution for this type of image is 300 ppi at publication size. 

- All color image files must be submitted in their original RGB color

- Figures submitted in Word, Excel, or PowerPoint are acceptable but should be avoided if possible.
